The MAX-M system includes: a PC; user interface, image capture, manifesting and CASS database software; a scale to capture item weights; imaging scanner to obtain the item’s destination address; thermal printer to create a self-adhesive label with the appropriate permit, USPS-compliant barcode and manifest number; and, a report printer.  The MAX-M  adds to ID Mail’s already impressive list of PC-based automation technologies that includes MailTrak, M-Bag, Manual Mail Workstations (M2), Project Management System and local video encoding products.  

“We developed M2 – Manifesting to process items that are difficult to deal with using traditional methods, such as MLOCR sorting technology”, said Jerry Fenerty, President of ID Mail Systems.  Mr. Fenerty added, “This is the most advanced of our PC-based products because it integrates a wide array of technologies – imaging, optical character recognition, database management, weight capture, printing and manifest reporting – into a single platform.  We believe the MAX-M has a bright future and will become one of the leading postal automation products introduced this year.”
